NOTE 1 - NATURE OF ORGANIZATION

Bronx Academy of Promise Charter School (BAOP) is an educational corporation that operates
as a charter school in the borough of Bronx, New York City. On April 21, 2008, the Board of
Regents and the Board of Trustees of the University of the State of New York, for and on behalf
of the State Education Department, granted BAOP a charter valid for a term of § years and
renewable upon expiration. On June 1, 2013, BAOP’s charter was renewed until January 15,
2018. BAOP was organized to increase learning opportunities for students through innovative
educational programs and to enable parents to be more involved in their children’s education.
In fiscal year 2013, BAOP operated classes for 426 students in grades K-6. BAOP began
operations on May 1, 2008.

Bronx Academy of Promise Charter School is exempt from federal income tax under
Section 501(c)(3) of the Internal Revenue Code. BAOP is supported primarily by state and
local per-pupil operating revenues.

NOTE 2 - SUMMARY OF SIGNIFICANT ACCOUNTING POLICIES
Basis of accounting - The financial statements are prepared on the accrual basis of accounting.

Use of estimates - The preparation of financial statements in conformity with accounting
principles generally accepted in the United States of America requires management to make
estimates and assumptions that affect the reported amounts of assets and liabilities and
disclosure of contingent assets and liabilities at the date of the financial statements and the

reported amounts of revenues and expenses during the reporting period. Actual results could
differ from those estimates.

Cash held in escrow - BAOP established an escrow account of $70,000 as of June 30, 2013 and

2012, which is held aside for contingency purposes as required by the New York City
Department of Education.

Receivables - Receivables are recorded when services are rendered. Receivables are presented
net of allowances for doubtful accounts. The allowances are based on management’s evaluation

of the collectibility of the related accounts. Interest is not accrued or recorded on outstanding
receivables.

Allowance for doubtful accounts - BAOP determines whether an allowance for uncollectibles
should be provided for receivables. Such estimates are based on management’s assessment of
the aped basis of its receivables, current economic conditions and historical information,
Receivables are written off against the allowance for doubtful accounts when all reasonable
collection efforts have been exhausted. BAOP has determined that no allowance for
uncollectible accounts for grant and contracts receivable is necessary as of June 30, 2013.

Fixed assets - Fixed assets including leasehold improvements are recorded at cost. Items with a
cost of $3,000 and an estimated useful life of more than one year are capitalized.

Depreciation is computed on the straight-line basis over the estimated useful lives of 3-5 years.
Depreciation and amortization on leasehold improvements are amortized on the straight-line
basis over the lesser of their useful lives of 37-39 years or the term of the lease, whichever is
shorter.

Due to New York City Department of Education - Due to New York City Department of
Education is recorded when payments received exceed the per-pupil revenue.

Unrestricted net assets - Unrestricted net assets include funds having no restrictions as to use or
purpose imposed by donors.

State and local per-pupil revennes - Revenues from the state and local governments resulting
from BAOP’s charter status and based on the number of students enrolled are recorded when
services are performed in accordance with the charter agreement. Federal and state funds are
recorded by BAOP when expenditures are incurred and billed.

Government granis and contracts - Revenues from government grants and contracts to which
BAOP is entitled are recognized mostly on student enrollment. Some grants are provided for
specific educational endeavors which are not based on student enrollment and are recorded
when related expenditures are incurred by BAOP.

Contributions - Unconditional contributions, including promises to give cash and other assets,
are reported at fair value at the date the contribution is received. All contributions are
considered to be available for unrestricted use unless specifically restricted by the donors. The
gifts are reported as temporarily or permanently restricted support if they are received with
donor stipulations that limit the use of the donated assets. When 2 donor restriction expires, that
is, when a stipulated time restriction ends or purpose restriction is accomplished, temporarily
restricted net assets are reclassified as unrestricted net assets and reported in the statement of
activities as net assets released from restrictions. Donor-restricted contributions whose
restrictions are met within the same year as received are reported as unrestricted contributions in
the accompanying financial statements.

Functional allocation of expenses - The costs of providing the School’s programs and other

activities have been summarized on a functional basis. Accordingly, certain costs have been
allocated among the programs and supporting services benefited.

Operating leases - Operating lease payments are charged to renal expense. Operating lease
expense has been recorded on the straight-line basis over the life of the lease. Deferred rent,
when material, is recorded for the difference between the fixed payment and the rent expense,

Uncertainty in income taxes - BAOP has determined that there are no material uncertain tax
positions that require recognition or disclosure in the financial statements. Periods ending
June 30, 2010 and subsequent remain subject to examination by applicable taxing authorities.

Subsequent events - Subsequent events have been evaluated through September 12, 2013, which
is the date the financial statements were available to be issued.

BAOP has a verbal month-to-month rental agreement with Claremon LLC. The total rent
expense for the years ended June 30, 2013 and 2012 was $600,000 and $595,000, respectively.
In August 2012, BAPCS entered into a new lease of a school building located at 1349 Inwood
Avenue Bronx, NY. Rent expense as of June 30, 2013 was $301,405. The security deposit paid

NOTE 5 - PENSIONS

BOAP adopted a 403(b) profit sharing plan (the “Plan”) which covers most of the employees.
The Plan is a defined contribution plan. Employees are eligible to enroll in the Plan on the first
day of the plan year. Those employees who have completed at ieast 1 full year of service are
also eligible for employer contribution. The Plan provides for the School to contribute up to 5%
of an employee’s salary. BOAP contribution does not become vested until completion of the
first year of employment. For the fiscal years ended June 30, 2013 and 2012, pension expense
for BOAP was $42,406 and $48,138, respectively.

NOTE 6 - CONTINGENCIES AND CONCENTRATIONS

Certain grants and contracts may be snbject to audit by the funding sources. Such audits might
result in disallowances of costs submitted for reimbursement. Management is of the opinion
that such cost disallowances, if any, will not have a material effect on the accompanying
financial statements. Accordingly, no amounts have been provided in the accompanying
financial statements for such potential claims.

Financial instruments that potentially subject BAOP to a concentration of credit risk are cash
accounts with financial institutions in excess of FDIC insurance limits. Management believes
that the credit risk related to these accounts is minimal.
